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The Aims of the WSN-RCDS FATA Workshop in London

The WSNRCDS FATA Workshop has the following aims:

A Enhancing the rolling consensus from the dynamic new Obama
administration (fresh strategic approach from Munich Security Conference by
Biden, Jones, Petraeus, Holbrooke; new regional strategy for Afghanistan
including Pakistan; Lugar-Biden initiative of $15bn support for Pakistan) to
the European countries and the Gulf States, to support Pakistan with a focus
on the tribal areas (FATA) and to separate the tiny radical minority of less
than 1 percent from the great majority of 99 percent of peaceful people.

A Getting away from pure tactics to a new, credible, doable and comprehensive
Strategy with assessment within the next three months. Integrating the
historic fact that since Alexander the Great the Pashtun tribes 7 including
those in FATAT have always successfully resisted foreign occupation.
Looking for an entry strategy into the exit of NATO in some years. Preventing
the undermining of the Glue of Pakistan, the Army, by foreign intervention.
Accepting that Pakistan will not give up any asset in Afghanistan, and is

A Poland, the UK, Germany as well as Saudi Arabia should
not wait for the new administration in Washington and lose
more time, but should now forcefully start funding first
FATA projects to develop from political promises to real
action. Barack Obama will demand more support in this
region from his allies soon. London, Berlin and Warsaw
must lead in Europe with the first ice -breaker projects
according to the List of FATA Priority Projects. Only words
and a series of one conference after another without action
on the ground are no longer enough and contradict the
national interest of the European countries and the Gulf
States as well. Precise plans and actions are needed not
more meetings.
